I (we), the undersigned Applicant(s), do hereby request cost-share assistance to help defray the cost of installing a water quality improvement project. It is understood that:

1. I (we), the landowner(s), are responsible for project installation and maintenance consistent with the approved Project Plan and the ACD’s Shoreland Restoration Guide. 
2. The landowner(s) are responsible for obtaining all permits required in conjunction with the installation and establishment of the practice prior to starting installation.
3. Practices will be installed by ____________(date) unless this contract is amended by mutual consent to reschedule the work and funding.
4. The landowner must maintain the project for an effective life of at least five years.  Should the landowner fail to maintain the practice for at least five years, the landowner is liable to the Anoka Conservation District (ACD) for the full amount of financial assistance received.  The landowner is not liable for cost-share assistance received if the failure was caused by reasons beyond the landowner’s control, or if conservation practices are applied at the landowner’s expense that provide equivalent protection of the soil and water resources.
5. If title to this land is transferred to another party before expiration of the aforementioned life, it shall be the responsibility of the landowner who signed this contract to advise the new owner that this contract is in force.

6. In no case shall the ACD provide cost-share assistance to a landowner for the reapplication of a practice that was removed by the landowner during its effective life without consent of the ACD board or that failed due to improper maintenance. 
7. Increases in project costs do not obligate the ACD board to increase the cost-share payments. 
8. Items of cost for which reimbursement is claimed are to be supported by invoices/receipts for payments and will be verified by the ACD staff as eligible, practical, and reasonable.  
9. The landowner(s) will not accept cost-share funds from ACD or other sources that total more than 75% of the expenses that are eligible under ACD’s grant program. 
10. The Landowners grant the ACD’s representative(s) access to the parcel where the conservation practice will be located for inspection purposes only.  Inspection may include taking photographs of the property.
11. This contract, when approved by the ACD Board, will remain in effect  for five years unless canceled or amended by mutual agreement that is reduced to writing.
